I.8O/SR 65 INTERCHANGE IMPROVEMENTS - PA&ED SERVICES

BACKGROUND
The Placer County Transportation Planning Agency (PCTPA) is the state-designated
RegionalTransportation Planning Agency (RTPA)for the western slope of Placer County.
Its member jurisdictions consist of Auburn, Colfax, Lincoln, Loomis, Rocklin, Roseville, and
the County of Placer. PCTPA also:

. ls designated as the County's Congestion Management Agency (CMA).

o Administers South Placer Regional Transportation Authority (SPRTA), a joint powers
authority consisting of Lincoln, Rocklin, Roseville, and the County of Placer, which
collects a transportation and mitigation fee for regionaltransportation projects.

. Acts as the Airport Land Use Commission for the County's three public-use airports.

o ls a member of the Capitol Conidor Joint Powers Authority, which administers intercity
rail service on the rail corridor from Colfax to San Jose.

PROJECT
The purpose of the modifications to l-80, SR 65, and the interchange at their junction are
to reduce congestion, improve traffic operations and enhance safety. The interchange is
experiencing operational problems caused by high peak period traffic volumes. Vehicle
hours of delay, average speeds, travel times, and other traffic performance measures will
continue to degenerate as groMh increases in the surrounding area.

In June 2009, Caltrans completed Proiect Studv Report - l-80/SR 65 Interchanqe
Modification. The Project Study Report (PSR) is posted at
www.FixPlacerTraffic.org/proiects/l-80-SR65interchanoe.htm. The project study area is
illustrated in Attachment A. Additional vicinity l-80 background is also posted to
www.

The PSR identifies a number of proposed revisions including the construction of a bi-
directional HOV direct connector between l-80 and SR 65, replacement of the eastbound
l-80 to northbound SR 65 loop-connector with a flyover connector, structure widening of
the East Roseville Viaduct and replacement of the Taylor Road overcrossing, widening of
the southbound SR 65 to westbound l-80 and westbound l-80 to northbound SR 65
connectors with associated auxiliary lanes and ramp realignments.

The estimated cost of construction for 1-80/SR 65 Interchange lmprovements project
ranges between $230 and $280 million. Pre-construction costs (PA&ED, PS&E, and
ROW supporUcapital) for all phases of the project are estimated to be $8 million.
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
